Sealed proposals will
be opened and bids tabulated on March 28, 2025, in the Board Room, Conference Center,
2"d Floor, Des Moines International Airport, 5800 Fleur, Drive, Des Moines, lowa, 50321,
for consideration by the Des Moines Airport Authority Board (Board) at its meeting on
April 8,2025. The Board may award a Contract at said meeting, or at such other time and
place as shall then be announced.

General Nature of Public Improvement
DSM Terminal Phase 1A Apron — Bid Package 1

Installation of a PCC apron to surround the new terminal, a PCC taxilane and PCC
shoulders, a PCC VSR and HMA VSR, and GSE pavement. PCC thickness is 15.5 inches
for the apron and taxilane, 10 inches for the taxilane shoulders, 10 inches for the PCC
VSR, and 10 inches for the GSE pavement. HMA thickness is 4 and 5 inches for the HMA
VSR. Total area of the apron, adjacent taxilane, and shoulder pavement is approximately
44,000 SY. Project also includes 2,070 LF of 15-60-inch storm sewer pipe installation,
7,800 LF of 6-inch PVC underdrain, 1,120 LF of pre-cast concrete box culvert, and 840 LF
of linear trench drain. Other construction items include removal of existing apron and
taxiway pavement, grading, retaining wall, aggregate base, drainable concrete base,
airfield lighting and signage, markings, traffic control, and seeding/site restoration.

The Engineer’s opinion of probable construction cost for the Work is $22,500,000.

Commencement of Work. Work on the improvements shall be commenced any time
after a written Notice to Proceed is issued and shall be completed as stated below.

Notice to Proceed will be issued after the preconstruction conference, submittal and
acceptance of the Contractors Safety Plan Compliance Document, and submittal of all
required insurance certifications.

Bid Security and Bonds. Each Bidder shall accompany its bid with bid security as defined
in lowa Code Section 26.8, as security that the successful Bidder will enter into a
Contract for the work bid upon and will furnish after the award of Contract corporate
Surety Performance and Payment Bond(s), in a form acceptable to the Board, for the
faithful performance of the Contract, in an amount equal to one hundred percent (100%)
of the amount of the Contract. The Bidder's security shall be in the amount of five (5%)
percent of the Bid and shall be in the form of a cashier’s check or a certified check drawn
on an FDIC insured bank in lowa or on an FDIC insured bank chartered under the laws of
the United States; or a certified share draft drawn on a credit union in lowa or chartered
under the laws of the United States; or a Bid Bond on the form provided in the Contract
Documents with corporate Surety satisfactory to the Board. The bid shall contain no
condition except as provided in the specifications.

Performance and Payment Bonds. Each successful Bidder will be required to furnish
corporate Surety Bonds in an amount equal to one hundred percent (100%) of its
Contract price. Said Bonds shall be issued by a responsible Surety approved by the Des
Moines Airport Authority and shall guarantee the faithful performance of the Contract
and the terms and conditions therein contained and shall guarantee the prompt payment
of all material and labor, and protect and save harmless the Des Moines Airport Authority
from claims and damages of any kind caused by the operations of the Contract.

Award of Contract. All proposals submitted in accordance with the instructions
presented herein will be subject to evaluation. Bids may be held by the Des Moines
Airport Authority for a period not to exceed 30 days from the date of the bid opening for
the purpose of conducting the bid evaluation. Prospective Bidders are hereby advised
that award of contract is contingent upon the Owner receiving Federal funding assistance
under the Airport Improvement Program. Awarded Bidder may be required to hold their
bid open for a period of up to 60 days following letting.

The Owner will base the award of contract upon the lowest aggregate sum proposal
submitted from those bidders the Owner confirms as being responsive and responsible.
The right is reserved, as the Des Moines Airport Authority may require, to reject any and
all bids and to waive any informality in the bids received.

Phase 4A can be constructed concurrently
with Phase 4. Phase 4B must be completed between the dates of April 1, 2026, and
August 31, 2026. Phase 4B may be constructed any time within Phase 4 but must be
completed within 30 days once started. Any batch plant paving required must be between
the dates of May 1, 2026, and August 31, 2026.
